THE POWER of local environmental groups
was well to the fore at last monthOs Transition
Groups Together event, hosted by Transition
Town Exmouth. Held at the Glenorchy Church
Hall in Exeter Road, the event provided an
opportunity to hear the positive steps that
have been taken throughout East Devon to
combat climate change and to embrace a
carbon-neutral future. And, in a very practical
demonstration of recycling, participants were
given the opportunity to swap their unwanted
Christmas gifts.

Around 40 local residents b including representatives from Transition groups in Sidmouth, Ottery,
Seaton, Exeter and Teignmouth D braved the ice and snow to attend the meeting, the first of its
kind for TTE. There was a positive and friendly atmosphere as participants shared their
experiences of setting up a Transition Town group.

It soon became clear that simple ideas are often winners for East DevonOs blossoming
Transition Town movement. In Sidmouth a cafZ and community food market has proved so
successful that itOs now looking to expand, while green transport rallies in Seaton have also beer
a big hit. Exeter members were pleased with their car-park levy scheme and the creation of a
local food shop in the city centre. And a reusable shopping bag scheme and a Local Food Guide
had been significant developments in Exmouth.

Later, over tea and homemade cakes, participants discussed climate change and how
Transition Towns in East Devon might share skills and experience in order to work together
towards local resilience and a carbon-neutral future.

ANYONE IN DOUBT of Exmouth®s community spirit and potential for resilience will have been
heartened by the success of the Haiti Benefit Concert held at the Exmouth Pavilion on Friday 22
January. In a rapid response to the terrible events in Haiti, ExmouthOs musicians came together to
stage an evening of musical magic that raised over £4,000 b every penny of which will go directly
to the Disasters Emergency Committee.

Organized by Jeff Lewis and Martin John Nicholls of the Exmouth Shanty Men, the event was
pulled together in just six days. OThe musicians and performers have given their time, talent and
commitment to this show,0 said Martin. OThis money will buy life-saving survival packs and fund th
sustainable rebuilding of the country and her fragile communities.

Ol work for Christian Aid, and our team in Haiti suffered terribly themselves when our offices were
completely destroyed, along with 97% of all the buildings in that area of the capital, Port au Prince.
Despite personal injuries and family losses, the team has immediately coordinated its networks on
the ground and invested the initial sum of £100,000 in water, shelter, medical care and food for the
hundreds of thousands of injured survivors B within hours of the disaster striking.

OHaiti is the poorest country in the Americas, with more than 70% of her population living under
the poverty line. Her people have been slowly rebuilding their lives having been hit by three
hurricanes in quick succession two years ago. Many thousands had nothing before the earthquake
struck; now they have been stripped of their hope, too. My colleagues tell me that many survivors
are left kneeling in the rubble, praying for help that they don't believe will come. Anything we can
do to help them is so important.O

It was an ambitious bill B eight acts, varying from the authentic 19"-century sea shanties of the
Exmouth Shanty Men to the classic rock of Crush UK B but it worked splendidly, with spirited
performances, swift changeovers, and good sound. As was only to be expected, TTE was well
represented: the Workshy Rabbits featured our own Recycling King, Tim Mann, appearing
alongside Exmouth Festival organizer Chris Wood and singer Lara Conley, while TTE Press
Officer Paul Strange manned the mighty Hammond at the helm of the Paul Strange Quartet.
