WHILE WORK on the Strand Gardens continues apace, local company LDA Design has been
appointed by EDDC and Devon County Council to prepare a masterplan for the further
redevelopment of Exmouth Town Centre, including the Royal Avenue/Estuaryside and London
Inn areas. LDA is seeking community input for the plan, and is running two workshops to outline
the possibilities and gather the opinions of local residents.

ROLLE COLLEGE: A CATALYST

FOR REGENERATION?

A BUSINESS plan is being refined, based on
a vision for Rolle College as a post-16
educational facility for the town and a
community hub.

Under the Local Development Framework
the policy is that East Devon should attract a
lot more local employment. Rolle could be a
catalyst for the regeneration of the town if, as
intended, it provides a wide range of
educational courses for both young people
and adults.

The facilities at Rolle are excellent, suitable
for all kinds of activities from meetings to art,
sport and music. If the college is receptive to
employer and employee needs, it will attract
diverse employers to relocate to Exmouth, not
only because of our lovely geographical
position, but also because of a skilled local
workforce and responsive business support.
It would also enable areas where Exmouth is
already strong — such as foreign language
tuition — to grow.

Plymouth University has put the site up for
sale by open tender, and wants to complete
the sale by July. They are however being
helpful and will include in all the tender
documents a letter suggesting that developers
contact local representatives to talk about
their plans.

There are still many issues and details to
sort out, but everyone is still totally committed
to the project. Enough work has now been
done to identify a way forward that can save
Rolle for the community in the interest of the
future prosperity and well-being of Exmouth.

Given that public sector funding is being cut
and funds from the EU, etc, are also drying
up, the way forward seems to be to work with
the private sector. A brief for the development
for the campus site is being drawn up by the
Avenues Residents Association, and a
community interest company is being set up
to implement the Rolle project.

THINK DEEP

ON MONDAY 22 March TTE is hosting a
special screening of the film Think Deep at
Exmouth Community College.

A collaborative project between ECC and
Natural England, Think Deep was produced as
an educational resource by local media
company Pangaea TV. The film follows a group
of college students as they explore issues of
environmental, economic and social
sustainability.

The film, featuring stunning underwater
footage shot by Blue Planet cameraman Doug
Anderson, is presented by three Exmouth
Community College students, and stars local
celebrity chef Michael Caines, whose restaurant
boasts two Michelin stars. Challenged to find
out more about where the fish they eat comes
from, the students investigate the local food
scene, visiting local suppliers including
Exmouth mussel farmer Myles Blood Smyth
and local fishmonger Dave Kurley. ‘The South
West has some of the best seafood in Europe,’
says Caines, ‘and | am keen to support projects
which encourage young people to take a more
active interest in local food and sustainability.’

Commenting on the project, East Devon
District Council chair Graham Liverton said,
‘East Devon has a fishing heritage to be proud
of. This film will bring this heritage into
classrooms throughout the region. We all
realise the need to provide food, including
seafood, sustainably and it is fantastic to be
able to showcase local examples of how this is
currently being achieved to students throughout
the South West.’

ECC principal Tony Alexander said he was
glad to support the project, by encouraging
student participation and providing locations for
filming.

The screening is at the Telfer Suite, Exmouth
Community College (Gipsy Lane site) on
Monday 22 March at 7.30pm. James Chubb,
East Devon District Council Education Ranger,
will introduce the film and provide a background
to it. Admission is £3, including tea and biscuits.

ENERGY

MONEY FOR WATTS

LAST MONTH’s big TTE event was an
informative talk about renewable energy
and the profits to be made if you install a
photovoltaic (PV) solar array to produce
your own electricity. The new Feed-in
Tariff (FiT) that’s due in April will make
renewable energy systems extremely
viable, as Jonathan Davis, a professional
energy consultant and member of TTE's
Energy Group, explained.

After April, if you have a PV solar array
on your roof and are producing electricity
from it, the Government will pay you 38p
for every kilowatt-hour that you create,
whether or not you use the electricity
yourself or feed it to the National Grid. So
as well as the saving you make from not
buying electricity from the National Grid,
the FiT will subsidise you for generating
your own electricity.

The conclusions were clear. If you're living
in a property that is capable of having a
renewable energy system installed, you
should certainly consider doing so. The
downsides are the initial outlay (around
£12,000 for a PV array on the roof of a
typical three-bed house) and the need to
allow 10-20 years for the system to pay
back its costs before you are in profit. But
the potential of becoming self-sufficient in
energy, going green and building local
resilience — all key TTE aspirations — is
there. And, if you're patient, you could
definitely make a profit. Paul Strange
